Introduction 

The 2021 European Forum for Disaster Risk Reduction (EFDRR) takes place in Portugal, from 24-26 November this year. We are looking for European DPOs to become involved, collaborating in advocacy up to the forum and participating in the event itself. 

What has happened so far?

European Disability Forum (EDF) has been invited to join a planning meeting with UNDRR at the end of January. After this we will have a clear idea of priorities and opportunities to engage. We are in the process of developing a small working group of interested DPOs and other individuals/ organisations that will lead this advocacy.

Background information

Full information is on the official EFDRR website, but in brief summary, the conference will follow on from the previous Regional and Global Platforms (Mexico, Rome and Geneva), and will focus on COVID-19, implementation of the Sendai Framework, and improving future resilience in Europe. It is not yet decided to what extent it will be held 'in Portugal' or online; this will become clear over the next months.
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
