Erasmus+
Proposed amendments on four important areas:
· Compliance with UN Convention on the rights of Persons with disabilities Other documents are also mentioned so then the convention too. Definition of reasonable accommodation and support services shoud be added at article 2 as amendments
· Accessibility: the accessibility of online tools as much accent on virtual mobilities. The accessibility in line with web directive, then when speaking about languages including sign language it shoulb be changed into national sign languages to include all the diversity of sign languages
· Funding projects can not be refused just because they cost more the funding for traning and audits for web accessibility. This last point may be in conflict with webdirective making it weeker. 
· National Agencies. Traning for them make available information for all.
