1. Resolution on the Pandemic focussed on access to vaccination – this was adopted at the last Board and disseminated. It is being used as a basis of our advocacy work

2. Resolution on the Regional Recovery Fund and national plans - this was adopted at the last Board and disseminated. It is being used as a basis of our advocacy work

3. Include Baltic rail network in the online conference on rail accessibility to try and influence the process as it is EU funded

5. Presidencies 

EDF to monitor and advocate on: 

· Funding of disability service providers in the recovery funding -this is ongoing 
· Conference on the future of Europe- together with the intergroup – EDF is working with Civil Society Europe on this, the Youth Forum and the European Parliament.
· High level conference on vulnerable adult on 30th of March- a letter was sent to the Secretary of State and we communicated about the event. There is an article on EDF’s website. 

· Digital access to health for persons with disabilities 

· 10th anniversary of the Istanbul convention- conference on 6th of April. EDF Secretariat has contacted the organiser but did not receive a reply.  On 1st of April, there was not detailed information about the event on the website of the Presidency. EDF is engaging with GREVIO and planned to communicate about the 10th anniversary. 
· Access to justice conference of the Portuguese presidency on 26-27th April- reasonable and procedural accommodation. Ensure in digitalisation of justice is accessible. We have contacted the presidency but received no reply.  

6. Finance:  

EDF will hire a funding and grants manager. The process will be accompanied by the treasurer, president and VP, Pat Clarke. 

7. Disability Intergroup meeting: all actions were completed as decided.
