Introduction

EDF will have its 25th anniversary in 2022 so this is an opportunity to commemorate our past achievements and prepare a strong campaign that highlights our demands for the future.

Goals and objectives
Our goal is to mobilise our membership and ensure the 25th anniversary is a moment to honour the past and renew our commitment towards the future. 
The activities are meant to involve our members in strong, coordinated actions that can mobilise persons with disabilities in all countries. 
With the set of activities listed below, we aim to achieve 4 overarching goals: 

· Document and share our history and learning from the past 25 years
· Connect with our members and develop coordinated actions to achieve concrete commitments to advance the rights of persons with disabilities
· Reach new audiences

· Refresh our agenda for the next 25 years

Day of action on disability

We will especially highlight one activity – the coordinated day of action on disability. The day of action on disability was one of the main conclusions of the Executive Committee of the 28 May. 

It fits the objective of “connecting with our members and develop coordinated actions to achieve concrete commitments to advance the rights of persons with disabilities”. 

The purpose of the “Day of Action on Disability” is to enact, in a coordinated way, a day of demonstrations in the maximum number of European countries possible. The demands for this demonstration could be, among others, that more money from EU and national recovery funds should be invested in disability organisations. 
The protests would take place in front of national authorities’ buildings or, failing that, in front of the European Commission’s representation in each country. 
This day of action is tentatively planned for late April. 
Promotional materials

We are also keen to produce promotional materials to celebrate the anniversary that will be distributed to members and stakeholders. A survey to decide which materials to produce will be sent during the Summer. 

Other activities

There will be other activities during the year, especially the 5th European Parliament of Persons with Disabilities but also smaller endeavours, such as a Podcast, a Facebook Group and a photo exhibition.
