Human Rights Committee meeting – 25 February 2022 
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Updates on CRPD Committee
Country review in 2022
In March 2022 the CRPD Committee will hold its 26th session and 15th pre-sessional working group, with the review of:

· Hungary (Concluding Observations) 

· Switzerland (Concluding Observations)

· European Union (List of Issues Prior to Reporting) 

· Netherlands (List of Issues) 

The review is expected to take place in a hybrid format: with Committee members in Geneva and DPOs representatives online. 

Together with the International Disability Alliance (IDA), EDF support members in preparation of the review, depending on the agenda of review and needs. 
Review of the European Union 

The CRPD Committee will adopt the List of Issues Prior to Reporting on the European Union during its 26th session in March. 
EDF contributed to a series of documents submitted to the CRPD Committee: 

· EDF submitted an alternative report for the EU review after consultation and input with EDF members and other partners. 

· EDF participated in a joint briefing document on equality and intersectionality endorsed by over 10 European organisations and an alternative report on international cooperation with the International Disability and Development Consortium IDDC.

· As member of the EU Monitoring Framework on the CRPD, EDF also made a submission for the joint document sent by the Framework. 

On 26th of January, EDF participate in a first informal meeting with the CRPD Rapporteur for the EU, Markus Schefer from Switzerland. The meeting was hold online and facilitated by the International Disability Alliance. 

The private meeting with the Committee will take place in March. 

General Comment on Employment 
EDF took part in the public General Discussion on the right of persons with disabilities to work and employment as part of the process of drafting a General Comment on Art. 27 of the Convention, the right to work and employment in March 2021. EDF also sent written input. We are now waiting to the next step of the consultation. 
This work is monitored by EDF Social Policy Committee. Haydn Hammersley will attend the Human Rights Committee meeting to give an update. 
Guidelines on Deinstitutionalisation of Persons with Disabilities 

The Committee adopted an annotated outline of its Guidelines on Deinstitutionalisation of Persons with Disabilities, including in emergency situations (Annotated outline). The process of preparing the Guidelines began in late 2020 and has continued during 2021. The outline describes the content of the Guidelines, currently under preparation. A draft version of the Guidelines will be published by the end of 2021 with a call for written submissions to all interested stakeholders.

This work is monitored by EDF Social Policy Committee. Haydn Hammersley will attend the Human Rights Committee meeting to give an update.

UN Treaty Bodies elections 

In 2022, new independent experts will be elected in the United Nations Treaty Bodies, including in the CRPD and CEDAW Committees. 
CRPD Committee
The CRPD Committee is holding elections to replace 9 of its members. The 15th session of the Conference of the States parties to the Convention will take place in New York on 14-16 June 2022 to elect the 9 members. Candidates are nominated by States that ratified the CRPD. The deadline to nominate a candidate for membership in the Committee (for the period 2023-2026) is 13 April 2022.

EDF supports the nomination of Sif Holst from Disabled People’s Organisation Denmark. 

CEDAW Committee
The CEDAW Committee is holding elections to replace 12 of its members whose terms are due to expire on 31 December 2022. The elections will take place on 23rd of June 2023 in New York. Like for the CRPD Committee, candidates are nominated by States that ratified the UN Convention. The deadline to nominate a candidate for membership in the CEDAW is 4 March 2022. 

EDF supports the nomination of Ana Pelaez Narvaez, EDF Vice-President.
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
