2. Transport 
From the airport/ train station to the hotel

Paris Orly Airport is 15km from the hotel. 

Paris Roissy Charles de Gaulle Airport is 25km from the hotel. 

Paris Nord Train Station is 7.5km from the hotel.

EDF will provide transport for all participants from the hotel to the Ministry on Thursday 10th March at 13:00. Please be at the main entrance of the hotel on due time. 

3. COVID-19 
COVID 19 policy for events. EDF

The EDF board adopted this guidance for EDF events in November 2022. This is applied during our meeting. The COVID-19 safe guidance for EDF events has been uploaded in the Members Area dedicated page.
Here is additional information about the rules in France and to travel to France. 

Travel to France requirements

All participants are required to bring their Covid-19 vaccination certificate. This certificate will be needed frequently during your travel and stay. You can be asked for it entering France, at the hotel registration desk and at the Ministry security check. 
These are the measures currently in place to enter France: 
· For travellers vaccinated within the meaning of European regulations, no more tests are required on departure. Proof of a complete vaccination schedule is sufficient to arrive in France, regardless of the country of origin.
· For unvaccinated travellers, the obligation to present a negative test to travel to France remains, but the measures on arrival (test, isolation) are lifted when they come from countries on the "green" list, characterized by a moderate circulation of the virus.

· When unvaccinated travellers come from a country on the "orange" list, they must continue to present a compelling reason justifying the need for them to 
come to mainland France and may still be subject to a random test on arrival. Travelers who test positive will have to isolate themselves, in accordance with the recommendations of the Health Insurance.

Additionally, a Digital Passenger Locator Form must be filled by each person arriving by air. The eForm will be asking for flight details including seat, departing and arriving schedule, airline and flight number. It is recommended to have them booked prior to fulfilling these documents.
You will find the form on https://app.euplf.eu/#/. Once completed, they will provide you with a QR code and a PDF Certificate. Please remember that this is a legal requirement from the Government of France, hence compulsory. 
Also, do not forget to check with your local authorities if you need to fulfil any other documentations upon your return to your countries.
For travellers arriving and departing by train please check this dedicated page. 

4. Meals 
Breakfasts are included for those accommodated at the hotel. 

On Thursday 10th March, lunch will be provided in the hotel for participants of the Conference and the EDF Board meeting. Dinner is not foreseen as part of the programme, so you are free to make your own arrangements. 
Coffee breaks will be provided for participants on both days of the Board meeting in the hotel.  
Please note that due to Covid-19 restrictions, there will be no coffee or beverages during the break of the Conference at 15:30 in the Ministry. We suggest that all participants bring water with them.

Due to Covid-19 restrictions, participants will be asked to choose a spot in the meeting room and keep it during the whole event. Thus, one sticker badge will also be used to identify each person’s table. 

Finally, for the registration at the Ministry, please don’t forget to bring with you your ID card or passport and a printed copy of your invitation to the Conference (you can download the Concept Note in the Conference dedicated page). This will all be required at the security check in the entrance of the building.
