Introduction 

EDF Internal Rules Art 10.3 set down the electoral procedure. In order to ensure smooth and transparent elections, a scrutiny committee will be appointed by the AGA delegates before the votes.
Scrutiny Committee (Art. 10.3., Internal Rules)
