Purpose of this item
The second review of the EU by the UN Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD Committee) started in March 2022. The purpose of this item is to inform the General Assembly about the state of the EU review and the next steps.

Introduction 

The EU was reviewed by the first time by the CRPD Committee in 2015. 

In March 2022, the Committee started the second review of the EU. Organisations of persons with disabilities have the opportunity to engage in the process by submitting written information (alternative reports) and participate in meetings with the Committee. 

List of Issues prior to reporting on the EU 
In April 2022, the CRPD Committee adopted the List of Issues Prior to Reporting on the EU (Annex). 

The list of issues was informed by the disability movement. EDF sent to the Committee an alternative report prepared in close consultation with EDF members and other partners. 

EDF contributed to a series of additional document documents: 

· A joint briefing document on equality and intersectionality endorsed by 12 European organisations.

· An alternative report on the role of the EU in external actions with the International Disability and Development Consortium IDDC.

· A joint report sent by the EU Monitoring Framework on the CRPD Committee.

In addition, EDF participated in a series of formal and informal online meetings with the CRPD Committee members and the Rapporteur for the EU, Markus Schefer. 
Next steps 

The EU has 12 months to reply to the List of Issues Prior to Reporting. 
Once the reply is received, the Committee will scheduled the dialogue with the EU and adoption of Concluding recommendations. We estimate that the dialogue with the EU will take place either in August 2023 or March 2024 (TBC). 
EDF plans to: 

· Organise a hearing with EDF members and partners on the reply to the list of issues prior to reporting by the EU 

· Inform EDF members, especially European Members, of the various opportunities to contribute to the EU review, either with EDF (e.g. contribution to alternative report, joint meeting) or/and individually (e.g. own alternative report) 
· Submit an up-to-date alternative report including a list of suggested recommendations to the CRPD Committee, as well as additional submissions as relevant (e.g. with the members of the CRPD Monitoring Framework) 
· Actively participate in formal and informal meetings with the CRPD Committee online and in Geneva 
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
