2. Transport 
From the Athens International Airport to the hotel Titania 
Athens International Airport – “Eleftherios Venizelos”- Titania Hotel is 36 km from the hotel. 

EDF will provide transport from the airport to the hotel and return for wheelchair users and their personal assistants. Confirmation of the adapted transport has been sent to participants. If you haven’t received confirmation of your adapted transport please contact Raquel Riaza. 

For the other delegates and participants, we advise taking public transport, where possible, in line with our soon to be adopted green policy. It is also possible to take taxi or Uber taxi from the airport to the hotel and return.
By Metro (map)

· Take the Blue Line (Line 3 - direction ‘Egaleo’) and get off at Syntagma station.

· From Syntagma station you can (a) either take the Red Metro Line (Line 2 -

direction ‘Aghios Antonios’) and get off at Panepistimiou station (Exit: National

Library) and from Panepistimiou station, walk to Titania Hotel or (b) walk from

Syntagma Square to Titania Hotel.

By Suburban Rail

· From the Airport take the Suburban Rail Line (Black Line) and change at

Doukissis Plakentias station.

· From Doukissis Plakentias station, take the Blue Line (Line 3 - direction

‘Egaleo’) and get off at Syntagma Station3.

· From Syntagma Square you can either take the Metro or walk to Titania Hotel.

By Bus (map)

· From the Airport take Bus Line X95 ‘Syntagma – Athens Airport Express’

(Orange Line).

· From Syntagma Square you can either take the Metro or walk to Titania Hotel.

· You can also take a bus (most of them are passing by in front of the hotel,

while some stop right in front of the hotel).

3. COVID-19

Travelling to Greece by air

Air travellers entering Greece are no longer subject to any Covid-19 restrictions.

From 15 March 2022 onwards, travellers visiting Greece are no longer required to fill out the Passenger Locator Form (PLF).

Additionally, as of Sunday 01.05.2022 and for as long as the epidemiological data allow so, all travellers arriving in Greece, regardless of their country of origin, are no longer required to display a valid certificate of vaccination or recovery from COVID-19, or evidence of a negative test result from SARS-CoV-2 infection (PCR or Rapid Antigen test).

However, a simplified PLF remains in operation, the completion of which is OPTIONAL, for the sole purpose of enabling the traveller / family to issue an EU Certificate of negative or positive COVID-19 test result. 

Travellers who decide to fill out the simplified form, will receive the PLF with their unique Quick Response (QR) code via email (the QR code will be provided in a link in the email).
General rules in public transport
It is mandatory to wear either a double face mask (a cloth mask and a surgical mask) or a high filtration face mask when using the public city transport means, and aboard taxis. A fine is payable for not wearing one.

This restriction does not apply to city tour bus passengers.

6. Remote participation
The AGA sessions will be livestreamed on Zoom for remote participants.

7. Registration

8. Voting process

The voting will be done digitally through Choice Voting platform. It is safe, anonymous and easy.

· All delegates receive an e-mail for each of the elections they are participating in

· You open your e-mail and click on the link where it is indicated “Click here to vote”
· You are redirected to the platform into your voting ballot.

· From the list of candidates, make your choices selecting the candidates you wish to elect through the “Choose” button and continue. 
· You will be redirected to a confirmation page. Check your chosen candidates. Is it not correct? You can still modify your ballot by removing your wrong choice (s) and select other candidates

· Submit your vote. Once your vote submitted your session will be closed. Please remember to close your browser before starting another election, otherwise you will get an error message saying “your voting ballot was already submitted”. 
On the Dedicated page for the General Assembly you can find the Demo Video and a guide with the steps indicated above.
We kindly ask all participants to please bring a computer, tablet or smartphone with you during the AGA Sessions on both days where you can access the email which you use for communication with EDF and registration for the AGA. Also please bring it charged, as there will be a limited amount of power sockets available in the room. 

Should you not be able to enter your voting ballot, the platform says you are unable to access, close all your browser, and re-enter via the “Click here to vote” link in your mail. 
During the elections EDF staff and the Scrutiny committee is there to assist anyone facing difficulties. However, should you not have access to your e-mail box that is a problem we cannot solve.

10. Reimbursement of Expenses
Expenses will be reimbursed upon receipt of expense claims. The expense claim form is available through EDF dedicated page. 
This expense claim foresee a per diem of 123 € for the whole stay (this per diem has been adapted to Executive Committee members as they have a longer stay). This per diem is calculated following EC requirements. It includes local public transport and meals for the Friday and Sunday lunch.  Participants with disabilities that need to take a taxi may claim the costs separately on top of the per diem including the receipt to the claim. Your main travel costs will be reimbursed according to real costs (documented with plane, train tickets, invoices, etc.).
