Activities of the Youth Committee

As 2022 is the European Year of Youth there are ongoing activities that the previous Youth Committee has put in place such the one on the Mental Health and Social Media, attended by some of the new Youth Committee members too, the Levelup Youth meeting organised by the European Youth Forum and the European Parliament where EDF sent a delegation supported by the capacity building programme for central and eastern Europe, support by citi foundation, and one of the new Youth Committee members participated.

The Committee will meet in Brussels on 23rd November and participate in the conference of the European Day of Persons with Disabilities where one of its members will take the floor as a speaker and all members will prepare some messages as each year during this day. 

On November 30 another member of the committee will be part of a Youth Dialog with Commissioner Gentiloni and on December 5 and 6 a representative will be present at the closing event and conference on the European year of Youth in Brussels at the European Parliament. 

By the end of the year, the Committee will adopt its work plan 2023-2026 (Annex 2), including activities for 2023. In 2023 the Committee will receive training on both disability and youth rights, the latter done by the European Youth Forum. They will also be present at the European Youth Event in Strasburg on 9 and 10 June 2023 with activities.  
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
