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Introduction 
EDF works within a range of structures, and with an array of partners to achieve our mission. This document gives an overview of the partnerships, networks and alliances EDF is involved with, the purpose they serve and the level of human and financial investment needed to make our involvement effective.   Networking, alliance building, coalitions and partnerships are essential for EDF to effectively promote the rights and inclusion of persons with disabilities at the EU and national level.  Networks help us to keep informed of broader human rights, policies, and international discussions and processes. EDF mainstreams the rights of persons with disabilities within these networks, increasing the awareness of disability specific issues among the network members, and generating broad, coherent and comprehensive policy positions and campaigns, so that decision makers can hear a united voice on key policy topics. Partnerships are essential to EDF to share resources and costs, and to join forces with likeminded organisations, in a wide variety of domains: human rights, social policies, transport, and digital rights among others, resulting in the engagement of these civil society platforms in disability rights matters. We expect that, for example the women’s movement will join forces with us to ensure that they campaign also for the rights of women with disabilities. Equally, our work on the European Semester is far more effective if it is coordinated with the main social rights network, Social Platform, or our work in standards development with the assistance and support of ANEC, the consumers organisation in standardisation. 
The purpose of this document is twofold- it shows transparently how EDF works, and it also gives us an overview of our engagements so we can regularly review their effectiveness in achieving our mission.
