Update on EDF role in Networks, official bodies and working groups

Purpose of this item
The purpose of this document is to give space for an update on the main networks EDF is a member of and engaged in. The Annex gives a full overview of our engagement in networks and alliances. 
Key network updates: 

1. EU CRPD monitoring framework 

EDF is represented by Alejandro Moledo and Marine Uldry. EDF will chair the Monitoring Framework during the second half of 2022.
2. International Disability Alliance
EDF is represented in IDA by Klaus Lachwitz. Klaus can give a verbal update on actions in IDA.

3. Social Platform

The EDF Director is the Vice President of Social Platform. She will end her mandate in 2023 and EDF will need to decide if we continue to play a role in the Platforms management committee. It is the network of European Social and Human rights based NGOs working on Social Policy Issues. Our Social Policy officer works in the working groups to be fully informed on social policy issues and to include persons with disabilities in the work of SP.

4. European Women’s Lobby

Pirkko will give an update on EWL and our role in EDF going forward. 
EDF has been asked to nominate a new representative in EWL Observatory on combating violence against women because Pirkko’s mandate has expired. Pirkko and Ana propose the nomination of EDF Board member Luisa Bosisio. 
5. Civil Society Europe

Civil Society Europe aims at representing civil society organisations and fights for improving and achieving a structured dialogue and meaningful collaboration of the EU institutions with them. Catherine and Alejandro give inputs when necessary. 
Recently, CSE led on the contributions from civil society organisations to the Conference on the Future of Europe by creating a Convention of civil society organisations which had 5 plenary members in the Conference. As Plenary member in the Conference, Yannis supported by Alejandro, were members of the steering committee of the Civil Society Convention to the Conference on the Future of Europe. This steering group has concluded its mandate and may be turn into a working group of CSE in the second half of 2022 to follow up on the Conference conclusions and recommendations.

EDF president was in its steering group, but is not longer and EDF will not prioritise this for now.
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
