2. Transport 
From the airport to the hotel

Dublin Airport is 12km from the hotel.

By bus

Dublin Express operates from Terminals 1 & 2 stopping just across the River Liffey on North Wall Quay. Book your Dublin Express tickets online.

Aircoach Route 702 from Dublin Airport Terminals 1 & 2 stops just outside Clayton Hotel Cardiff Lane. Fares are from €10.00 return or €6.00 single for an adult, journey time is approximately 40 minutes.
