Passenger rights have been key to ensure that everyone can move freely and equally throughout the European Union. To tackle some of the existing gaps and consider the need for additional policy action, the European Commission launched a public consultation on the current passenger rights legislative framework for all transport modes (Air, Rail, Bus and Coach and Waterborne Transport). To ensure that the voice of passengers with reduced mobility, including people with disabilities and older people, is heard, AGE and EDF organize a meeting to gather input and experiences from its members and experts.
