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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1. UKRAINIAN PUBLIC ASSOCIATION “NATIONAL ASSEMBLY OF PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES” (hereinafter – the Assembly) is an All-Ukrainian voluntary nonprofit association of private law legal entities, in particular, public associations formed by entities with disabilities or for the purpose of their protection based on the unity of interests for the joint realization of their rights and freedoms, the purpose, tasks, and courses of activity foreseen by this Charter.
1.2.
The Assembly performs its activity on the grounds of legitimacy, humanity, unity of interests, and equality of rights of its members, publicity, voluntariness, and self-government.

1.3.
The Assembly conducts its activity according to the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine “On Public Associations”, the effective legislation of Ukraine and this Charter. 
1.4.
The Assembly is acting in the whole territory of Ukraine.
1.5.
The Assembly chooses independently the forms and principles of relations with public associations, other legal entities, and natural persons in the interests of social protection of persons with disabilities and ensuring their rights. 

1.6.
The Assembly acquires the rights of a legal entity from the moment of state registration, has its independent balance, the current and other accounts in banking institutions (including in foreign currency), a seal, stamps, letterheads, symbolic, and other attributes with its title, samples of which have been approved by the General Assembly. The symbolic shall be registered according to the procedure established by the legislation. 

1.7.
The title of the Assembly:

The full title (in Ukrainian – the translator’s note) – ГРОМАДСЬКА СПІЛКА “ВСЕУКРАЇНСЬКЕ ГРОМАДСЬКЕ ОБ'ЄДНАННЯ “НАЦІОНАЛЬНА АСАМБЛЕЯ ЛЮДЕЙ З ІНВАЛІДНІСТЮ УКРАЇНИ”;

the short title (in Ukrainian – the translator’s note) – ГС “ВГО “НАІУ”.
1.8.
The title of the Assembly in English:
The full title – “UKRAINIAN PUBLIC ASSOCIATION “NATIONAL ASSEMBLY OF PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES”;

the short title – “UPA “NAPD”.
2. THE PURPOSE, TASKS, AND PRINCIPLES OF ACTIVITY 
2.1.
The purpose of the Assembly’s activity is joining public associations and other private law legal entities that unite persons with disabilities, coordination of actions and consolidation of effort aimed to the improvement of the state of persons with disabilities in Ukraine, assisting in the protection of the constitutional rights of persons with disabilities, increasing their role and social status in society as well as protection of socially important interests of its members.
2.2
The tasks of the Assembly are:

• representing and protection of the constitutional rights and legal interests of persons with disabilities and public associations-members of the Assembly in state authorities, municipal authorities, enterprises, establishments, organizations of all forms of ownership;
• facilitation and organization of collection, analysis, and exchange of information between legal entities, in particular, between public associations that take care of the persons with disabilities, and informing the society about the state of resolving of the problems of these persons in Ukraine;
• facilitation and participation in the formation of the state policy concerning the matters related directly or indirectly to the persons with disabilities, including the relevant national legal database in all areas of their life activity;

• facilitation of integration of persons with disability in the society, prevention of the violation of their rights and demonstration of all types of discrimination concerning them;

• facilitation of the formation of social awareness concerning the positive attitude to persons with disabilities;

•  research, monitoring, and analysis of social processes, facts, and events within the frame of the realization of the Assembly’s purpose;

• protection of rights and legal interests of the members of the Assembly.
2.3.
For the realization of the purpose and tasks, according to the order established by the legislation, the Assembly can:

• take part in formation and ensuring of the realization of the state policy concerning persons with disabilities;
• interact with state authorities, municipal authorities, enterprises, establishments, organizations, including with public associations in the direction of elaboration of the most optimal, real, and effective decisions related to the persons with disabilities as well as their realization, including concerning the development of projects of legal and normative acts;

• conducting cooperation with foreign non-governmental organizations and international organizations in compliance with the laws of Ukraine and international treaties the consent for the compulsory nature of which has been provided by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine;

• participate in conducting the public expertise of legal and normative acts concerning matters related to persons with disabilities;

• develop and realize the joint documents concerning matters related to persons with disabilities along with state authorities and municipal authorities;

• inform state authorities and municipal authorities about matters related to the persons with disabilities as well as request from them the information required for performing the statutory activity;

• conduct various arrangements concerning the matters of the Assembly’s activity, including conferences, seminars, training, congresses, the round-table meetings, press-conferences, forums, meetings, public hearings, study (educational) courses, summer schools, lecturers, symposiums, congresses;

• conduct with state authorities, municipal authorities, public associations as well as enterprises, establishments, organizations of all types of ownership, joint arrangements concerning matters related to the persons with disabilities, to take part in the arrangements conducted out by such subjects;

• facilitate the conduction of the required organizational, social, and educational arrangements concerning the realization of voting right of persons with disabilities during the elections of the President of Ukraine, people’s deputies of Ukraine, during all-Ukrainian referendums, and other election campaigns according to the Constitution of Ukraine;

• represent and protect its rights and legal interests as well as the rights and legal interests of its members, other legal and natural persons in state authorities and municipal authorities, in courts, enterprises, establishments, public, and other organizations;
• conduct peaceful assemblies (assemblies, meetings, demonstrations, etc);
• provide organizational, social, informational, financial, and other assistance to the members of the Assembly, persons with disabilities;
• provide organizational, technical, informational, financial, and other assistance to legal entities and citizens that participate in the realization of the Assembly’s programs and projects;
• conduct and participate in programs concerning the social, labor, professional, medical, and other types of rehabilitation of the persons with a disability;

• represent (agreed representation) and protect the interests of legal entities that join persons with disability in Ukraine – members of the Assembly within the international movement of the persons with disabilities and in international organizations;

• according to the order established by the legislation of Ukraine, participate in the operation of consultancy, advisory, and other auxiliary bodies formed by the state authorities, municipal authorities for the conducting of consultations with public associations and the preparation of recommendations concerning the matters related to the area of their activity;

• consider requests, complaints, and proposals concerning matters related to the persons with disabilities that are submitted to the Assembly;

• issue methodology and other informational materials concerning matters of performing of the Assembly’s statutory activity;

• distribute freely information and propagandize the activity of the Assembly;

• be a participant of civil relations, acquire proprietary and non-proprietary rights according to the legislation of Ukraine;

• conduct social arrangements;

• involve legal entities, in particular public associations, for the participation in the Association;

• conduct the required commercial activity by founding establishments and organizations with the status of a legal entity, forming enterprises according to the procedure established by the legislation;

• dispose independently by its property and funds remained after the payment of taxes and other payments, to have other rights not forbidden by the legislation of Ukraine. 
2.4.
The Assembly shall perform its activity based on the following democracy principles: voluntariness, humanity, self-governance, equality of its members, electiveness, and accountability of the governing authorities, publicity, and openness in the course of work, non-interference to the internal activity, functions, and authorities of the members of the Assembly. 
One of the main principles of the Assembly is equality in relation to persons with a disability, regardless of the nosology, the degree of disability.

3. MEMBERS OF THE ASSEMBLY, THEIR RIGHTS, AND OBLIGATIONS 
3.1.
The membership in the Assembly shall be voluntary.

3.2.
The private law legal entities, in particular, public associations and natural persons-citizens of Ukraine, foreigners, stateless persons that in Ukraine on the legal grounds who are 18 years old who support the purpose, tasks, and directions of the activity of the Assembly, recognize this Charter and taken to the members of the Assembly according to the procedure determined by this Charter can be the members of the Assembly.
3.3.
Legal entities-members of the Assembly shall realize their rights and obligations in the Assembly through their representatives. 
3.4.
The acceptance to the members of the Assembly performs the General Assembly on the basis of:

• an application of a legal entity / natural person; 

• a copy of the charter of a legal entity;

• an excerpt or extract from the register of legal entities, sole proprietors, and public associations; 
• an excerpt from a minute or other document concerning the decision of a legal entity about the entry to the Assembly and delegation of its representative for the representation in the Assembly.
3.5.
The member of the Assembly shall terminate a membership in the Assembly from the moment of submitting an application, for legal persons an excerpt from the decision of the higher statutory body of the member of the Assembly on the termination of the membership in the Assembly.

3.6.
The membership in the Assembly shall be automatically terminated in case of the liquidation of a legal entity-member of the Assembly;

3.7.
The General Assembly shall have the right to exclude the member of the Assembly from the members of the Assembly in cases:

• if the activity of the member of the Assembly contradicts to the purpose of the Assembly, interfere its realization; 
• systematical violations by it of the requirements of this Charter; 

• commitment more than once by such member of actions or omissions that discredit its authority, reputation or create such a threat; 

• systematical non-fulfillment of the decisions of the General Assembly or the refusal from their fulfillment; 

• the loss of connection with the Assembly without justified reasons;

• the acceptance by a legal entity-member of the Assembly of the decision on its liquidation; 
• the opening of the liquidation procedure in the course of the bankruptcy case of the member of the Assembly. 
3.8.
In case of the voluntary exit or exclusion from the Assembly, the funds and other property contributed to the Assembly by its member shall not be returned to it, except for the cases foreseen by the legislation of Ukraine. 
3.9.
The members of the Assembly shall retain the full organizational, financial, and commercial independence, authorities, and representational functions determined by their Charters, the rights of legal entities.

3.10
The membership in the Assembly shall not exclude the opportunity of the membership in other public associations, apart from those whose purpose, the tasks of activity contradict to those specified in this Charter. 
3.11
The members of the Assembly shall have the right to:
• participate personally or through their representatives in the management of the Assembly, negotiation, and adoption of the decisions concerning all matters of its activity; 

• elect and be elected to the governing authorities of the Assembly;  
• submit for the discussion of the General Assembly the matters aimed at the improvement of the Assembly’s activity; 
• appeal decisions, acts, and omissions of the governing authorities of the Assembly; 
• cease its membership in the Assembly;

• obtain information about the Assembly’s activity.

3.12
The members of the Assembly are obliged to:

·  participate in the realization of the tasks of the Assembly;

· perform the decisions of the General Assembly;

• fulfill the demands of this Charter;

• abstain from actions that can harm the legal interests of the Assembly and its members;

· maintain the connection with the Assembly;

• take care of the strengthening of the Assembly’s authority.

3.13.
The decision on the acceptance and exclusion of the members of the Assembly shall be taken by the General Assembly if more than half of the delegates of the General Assembly present at the meeting have voted in favor of this decision. 
4.  GOVERNING BODIES OF THE ASSEMBLY 
4.1.
The higher governing body of the Assembly shall be the General Assembly that shall be convoked by the Head not rarely than once per two years.

4.2.
The activity of the General Assembly within the period between the General Assemblies shall govern the Head of the Assembly. 
4.3.
To the composition of the General Assembly shall be included: the representatives of legal entities – members of the Assembly, the General Secretary of the Assembly, the Executive Director of the Assembly, the representatives of separate subdivisions of the Assembly, the heads of projects and programs of the Assembly. 
4.4.
The order of convocation, a quote of representation (and other matters) shall be regulated by the Regulation of the General Assembly approved by the Head of the Assembly. 
4.5.
The Assembly shall notify its members about the date, time, and place of conducting of the General Assembly, the quote of representation, and matters that have to be considered there not later than 2 weeks before the conducting of the meetings of the General Assembly. The matters subject to consideration on the General Assembly shall be submitted by the Head of the Assembly, the members of the Assembly, the Control and Revision Commission of the Assembly.
4.6.
The extraordinary General Assembly shall be convoked upon the demand of the Head of the Assembly or not less than 10% of the members of the Assembly. 

4.7.
The General Assembly shall be authorized to adopt decisions only in case of presence not less than half of its members. The decisions of the General Assembly can be taken by means of using communication means, in particular, by means of telecommunication, email, or mailing.

4.7.1.
the decisions concerning the matter of: 1) taking the decision on dissolution of the Assembly’s activity (reorganization or self-dissolution); 2) appointment of the liquidation commission, approval of a liquidation balance; 3) alienation of the Assembly’s property in the amount comprising fifty and more percent of the Assembly’s property; 4) approval of the Charter, making amendments and additions thereto – require the majority of 3/4 of votes of the members of the General Assembly. 

4.7.2.
The decisions concerning any other matters shall be taken by the ordinary majority of the members of the Assembly present at the Meeting.

4.8
The exclusive competence of the Assembly comprises: 

• determining of the main direction of the Assembly’s activity;

• taking decisions concerning the entry and exclusion of the members of the Assembly;

• approval of the Charter, making amendments and additions thereto;

• determination of the procedure of voting at the General Assembly; 

• election of the Head of the General Assembly for the term of 6 years;

• election of the General Secretary subject to the representation of the Head of the Assembly for the term of 6 years;

• hearing and approval of reports of the Head; 

• election of the Control and Revision Commission for the term of 6 years, approval of reports concerning its operation;

• taking the decision on the approval of the Assembly’s symbolic, samples of letterheads, seals, stamps;

• realization of the ownership right on the property and funds of the Assembly as well as delegation of separate powers and obligations related to the commercial operation of the Assembly’s assets by other governing body of the Assembly; alienation of the Assembly’s property in the amount comprising fifty and more percent of the Assembly’s property;

• delegation of the separate functions of the Head of the Assembly;

• taking a decision concerning the entry of the Assembly to All-Ukrainian, international organizations, and withdrawal from them;

• taking a decision concerning the dissolution of the Assembly’s activity (reorganization or self-dissolution); appointment of the liquidation commission, approval of the liquidation balance;

• the General Assembly may consider and make a decision concerning any other matters of the Assembly’s activity.

4.9
The Head of the Assembly shall be elected during the General Assembly by the closed (secret) or open voting (according to the decision of the General Assembly) for the term of six years. As the elected shall be considered a candidate who has taken more than half of the votes of the present members at the General Assembly. 

4.10
The Head of the Assembly shall within its powers to:

• ensure the realization of the tasks and directions of activity of the Assembly determined by the Charter as well as a decisions adopted by the General Assembly;

• lead the General Assembly;

• represent the Assembly in state authorities and municipal authorities, enterprises, establishments, organizations, including in public associations;

• report concerning the Assembly’s activity before the General Assembly;

• manage and organize the operation of the Secretary of the Assembly;

• take a decision concerning the founding and dissolution of separate subdivisions;

• appoint and dismiss the heads of separate subdivisions of the Assembly, the heads of programs and projects;

• act without a power-of-attorney on behalf of the Assembly, have the right of the first signature of financial documents, agreements, etc.; 

• have the right of adopting decisions concerning the founding of enterprises, establishments and organizations with the status of a legal entity for the realization of the statutory purpose, tasks, and directions of the Assembly with the subsequent approval at the meeting of the General Assembly;

• be a disposer of the funds and property of the Assembly according to the directions of the Assembly’s activity determined by the charter and decisions of the General Assembly; 

• delegate its separate powers to other governing authorities of the Assembly; 

• realize other functions assigned to it by the General Assembly.

4.11.
For the coordination and conduction of the current activity of the Assembly, the Executive Secretariat shall be formed. The Regulation on the Secretariat shall be approved by the Head of the Assembly. The management of the Executive Secretariat and control over the activity of employees shall conduct the Executive Director of the Assembly. The Executive Director shall be appointed by the order of the Head of the Assembly.

4.11.1
The Executive Director of the Assembly shall:

• coordinate the work of the members of the Assembly;

• involve non-governmental organizations and other legal entities to the membership in the Assembly;

• upon the assignment of the Head, represent the Assembly in the course of relations with state authorities and municipal authorities, enterprises, establishments, organizations in Ukraine and abroad;

• ensure the organization and realization of the decision of the General Assembly, orders, and instructions of the Head of the Assembly;

• according to the Regulation on the Executive Secretariat, act without a power-of-attorney on behalf of the Assembly, have the right of the first signature of financial documents, agreements. 

• consider and resolve other matters as well as perform other functions according to the Charter and the Regulation on the Executive Secretariat.

4.12.
The General Secretary of the Assembly shall be elected by the General Assembly subject to the proposal of the Head of the Assembly for the term of 6 years. The General Secretary within its powers shall: 

• coordinate the work of the separate subdivisions;

• coordinate the work of the heads of programs and projects of the Assembly; 

• coordinate the international activity of the Assembly. 

• in case of absence of the Head or impossibility to perform by the Head of its powers, realize its functions, perform other obligations foreseen by this Charter. 

5. THE CONTROL AND REVISION COMMISSION OF THE ASSEMBLY 
5.1.
The Control and Revision Commission is a control body of the Assembly. 

5.2.
The Control and Revision Commission shall be elected by the General Assembly by means of open or closed (secret) voting in the amount of tree persons for the term of six years. The members of the Control and Revision Commission cannot be the members of the General Assembly. 

5.3.
The Control and Revision Commission shall elect a head from its composition by means of the open voting. 

5.4.
The Control and Revision Commission shall conduct revision and control the Assembly’s activity according to the Charter. The results of revision shall be brought into the notice of the members of the Assembly;

• participate in the operation of the General Assembly;

• report before the General Assembly about its operation.

5.5.
The activity of the Control and Revision Commission shall be regulated by the Regulations approved by the General Assembly. 

6. THE APPELLATION PROCEDURE FOR DECISION, ACTS, OR OMISSIONS OF THE GOVERNING BODIES OF THE ASSEMBLY AND THE CONSIDERATION OF COMPLAINTS 

6.1.
Each member of the Assembly shall have the right to appeal decisions, acts, or omissions of the governing bodies of the Assembly.

6.2.
The complaints on the decisions of the governing bodies of the separate subdivisions, the Executive Director, the General Secretary shall be considered by the Head of the Assembly and the answer concerning the results of consideration of the complaint shall be provided to the applicant in writing within a month from the moment of its submission. 

6.3.
The complaints on the decisions of the Head and the Control and Revision Commission shall be considered by the General Assembly. 

6.4.
The Complaints on the decisions of the General Assembly may be appealed in a court.

6.5.
The appealed decisions of the governing authorities taken with the violations of the legislation, their competency, or those that violate the legal rights of the members of the Assembly can be appealed in a court.

7. THE PROCEDURE OF REPORTING OF THE GOVERNING AUTHORITIES OF THE ASSEMBLY 

7.1.
The governing authorities of the Assembly, in particular, the Head and the Control and Revision Commission, not later than once per two years report concerning their operation before the members of the Assembly at the meeting of the General Assembly. 

7.2.
The separate governing body of the Assembly according to the organizational structure of the Assembly shall prepare a report.

7.3.
Information concerning the fulfillment by the governing bodies of the Assembly of their functions and obligations, the results of operation according to the principal directions of the Assembly’s activity as well as other results of activity that have been reached by the governing bodies of the Assembly during a year shall be reflected in the report. This information shall be brought to the notice of the members of the General Assembly.

8. THE SEPARATE SUBDIVISIONS OF THE ASSEMBLY

8.1.
The separate subdivisions of the Assembly:

• are not legal entities;

• shall be formed according to the administrative and territorial principle;

• shall be formed and terminate their activity subject to the decision of the Head of the Assembly;

• shall act according to the Charter of the Assembly.

8.2.
The Assembly may form the separate subdivisions in the form of a branch office or a representative office;

8.2.1.
The branch office of the Assembly is a separate subdivision located outside the place of the seat of the Assembly and performs all or part of the Assembly’s functions.

8.2.2. The representative office of the Assembly 
is a separate subdivision located at the place of the seat of the Assembly and performs the representation and protection of the Assembly’s interests. 

8.3.
The Head of the separate subdivision of the Assembly:

• shall be appointed and dismissed by the Head of the Assembly;

• shall be subordinated and report to the Head of the Assembly;

• shall perform the management of the separate subdivision. 

8.4.
The dismissal of the Head of the separate subdivision and/or dissolution of the separate subdivision shall be made subject to the decision of the Head of the Assembly. 

9. THE PROPERTY AND FUNDS OF THE ASSEMBLY 

9.1.
The Assembly can have as a property the immovable and immovable property, tangible and intangible assets, funds as well as other property obtained on the legal grounds and necessary for the performing of the statutory activity. 

9.2.
The funds and property of the Assembly shall be formed on the account of:

• charitable (voluntary) contributions, non-returnable financial assistance of the natural and legal persons;

• contributions of members, receipts from the members of the Assembly;

• grants that have a targeted nature;

• funds and property obtained free of charge, a humanitarian aid; 

• passive incomes;

• dotation and subsidies received from the state and municipal funds or in the course of receiving the charitable aid, the material support from the state budget;

• other funds allowed by the effective legislation of Ukraine for non-property organizations and those that not lead the missing of characteristics of non-profitability.

9.3.
In the property of the Assembly, may be real estate, housing funds, buildings, facilities, inventory, the property of cultural and recreational, medical designation, monetary funds, shares, securities, and other property necessary for the material procurement of the activity foreseen by the Charter. In the property of the Assembly can be publishing houses and other enterprises formed on the account  of Assembly’s funds according to its statutory purpose (objectives and tasks) as well as the directions of the activity. 

9.4.
The Assembly is entitled to conduct the commercial activity facilitating the reaching of its purpose (objectives, tasks) as well as directions determined by the Charter.

9.5.
The members of the Assembly shall not be responsible for the liabilities of the Assembly. The Assembly shall not be responsible for the liabilities of its members. 

9.6. The Assembly shall perform the operational accounting and book-keeping of its activity according to the effective legislation, submit statistical, tax, and other reports within the scope and in the course of the established procedure to the respective state authorities, according to the effective legislation of Ukraine.

9.7.
The property, funds, and other assets of the Assembly shall be used only for the purpose of financing of the expenses for the maintaining of the Assembly, the realization of the purpose (objectives, tasks) as well as the directions determined by the Charter of the Assembly.

9.8.
The incomes (profits) and assets of the Assembly or part thereof cannot be distributed between the founders (participants), members, and employees (apart from the payment for their labor, accrual of the unified social contribution) of the Assembly, the members of the governing bodies and other related persons.

10. THE DISSOLUTION OF THE ASSEMBLY’S ACTIVITY 

10.1.
The dissolution of the Assembly’s activity can be performed by its self-dissolution, reorganization, or according to the court decision concerning the prohibition (winding up).

10.2.
The decision concerning the self-dissolution of the Assembly shall be taken by the General Assembly if not less than 3/4 of the members of the Assembly have voted for this. The General Assembly shall form a liquidation commission for the conduction of the dissolution of the Assembly as a legal entity as well as takes decision concerning the utilization of funds and property of the Assembly after its self-dissolution according to this Charter and the legislation of Ukraine. The liquidation commission shall ensure the conduction of the self-dissolution procedure of the Assembly as a legal entity according to the legislation of Ukraine. 

10.3.
The decision on the reorganization of the Assembly shall be taken by the General Assembly if not less than 3/4 of the members of the Assembly have voted for this. In case of reorganization of the Assembly, its rights and obligations shall pass to its successor. The procedure of the reorganization of the Assembly shall be made according to the provisions of the legislation of Ukraine.

10.4.
After the dissolution of the Assembly, the property, funds, and other assets shall be transferred to one or several non-profit organizations of the respective type or credited to the budget’s income. 

10.5.
In case of adoption of the decision of a court concerning the prohibition of the Assembly, the property, funds, and other assets of the Assembly subject to the court decision shall be directed to the state budget. 

11. MAKING AMENDMENTS AND ADDITIONS TO THE CHARTER 

11.1.
The amendments and additions to this Charter shall be taken by the General Assembly.

11.2.
The amendments and additions to the Charter shall be considered as taken if 3/4 of the members of the Assembly present at the meeting of the General Assembly have voted for them. 

11.3.
The authorized registration authority shall be compulsory notified about the amendments and additions to the Charter of the Assembly according to the procedure determined by the legislation. 

12. OTHER PROVISIONS 

12.1.
For the matters not determined in this Charter, the Assembly shall be governed by the national legislation.
