Introduction 

In 2023 the Youth Committee has been very active and present in both the youth and disability movement. They have provided feedback in EDF work and took actively part in 20 EDF or external events giving presentations or speaking.  They have written 7 blog posts about their contribution, participated in 2 videos to raise awareness on youth issues, helped giving training on Your rights in the EU and organizing inclusive youth events.
2 new observers joined the Committee
In September 2 new observer young people joined the Youth Committee following the decision of the Executive Committee in September 2023. Patricia Albertova from International Federation for Spina Bifida and Hydrocephalus and Daniel Alvarez from CERMI. 

Achievements
This year the Youth Committee had many first times, not just because they are new but because they managed to open new doors.

· For the 3rd time they were at the European Youth Event but first time such a large group 33 persons and with EDF we organised 2 activities in the European Parliament that were fully booked.
· Working in EU Accessible for all a panel with MEP Dragos Pislaru chair of the Employment Committee and young experts with disabilities from the International Labour Organisation

· Know Your Rights in the EU a workshop that was adapted to young people

· For the First time a young person with disability in the Jury of the Youth Capital.

· Co-facilitated training on Inclusive Events for young people in 2 large scale events organised by the European Youth Forum

· Most of the Committee has been present at the 5th European Parliament of Persons with Disabilities and 2 of them have taken the during the event.

· Cocreated an issue dedicated to youth of the EDF Newsletter for the large public the Disability Voice and issued messages on the International Youth Day on the upcoming elections

· They have provided feedback on important EDF documents such as the EDF manifesto adopted during the 5th European Parliament of Persons with Disabilities.
· Created a survey to collect information from young people and organisations that are part of mobility programmes in the EU. 
· EDF provided feedback on Interim evaluation of Erasmus+, Youth Strategy and on the European Year of Youth
Workplan 2024
For next year EDF Youth Committee has also ambitious plans. Participating in the Youth Movement to raise awareness on the requests of young people with disabilities, bringing in the disability movement of the youth perspective. They wish to building capacity of young people in providing at least 2 trainings on topics such as LGBTA+ persons with disabilities, the mobility programmes and more.
