Achievements

Since last November the committee participated and organised events, gave workshops, provided feedback in policies and EDF’s work such as the upcoming EU elections the new EDF strategy etc.
In particular the Committee: 

· Charlotte Aelbrecht and Amir Alibabic Participated in the European Day of Persons with Disability in Brussels taking the floor and being responsible for giving one of the awards in the Access City Award ceremony. 
· Lydia Vlagsma Participated in the Zero Project Conference taking the floor in the opening and in a panel dedicated to Inclusive Education. 

· Elisa Marino Gave a workshop on Inclusive events in a project co-organised by the European Youth Forum to ensure the democracy festivals organised by the partner organisations are inclusive.

· The Committee with strong involvement of Lydia Vlagsma Nina Portolan and Jonathan Elebjork Walstorme  Organised an event around the upcoming EU Elections to find out what the Youth with disabilities finds important for a youth with disabilities inclusive EU

· The Committee organised also an Event with Meta in Brussels last end November around the role of technologies in mobilizing young people with experts from our members and Democracy & Technology.

· Participated in EDFs training events as speakers, writing the forward for the Human Rights report (Tamara Byrne) and speaking at the launch of the 3rd Women’s manifesto. 

· Published messages during the European Day of Persons with Disabilities.

· Provided feedback to answer the public consultation organised by the European Commission in view of the evaluation of the Erasmus+ and the European Solidarity Corps programme both EU mobility programmes.
