2. European Cohesion Funds 

a. EDF will set up meetings with people within the Commission working on the funding regulations at an operational level, as well as with Themis Christophidou, Director-General for Regional and Urban Policy of the European Commission.
b. EDF will keep the members updated on when and how they can advocate to national governments on the regulations of the next Multiannual Financial Framework (not limited to the national councils only)

c. EDF will focus in particular on advocacy towards the future rotating presidencies of the council, notably Poland, Denmark and Cyprus.

3. The EDF executive committee adopted the new EDF policy on reasonable accommodation

a. EDF paper on transition from institutional to community-based care EDF to plan a conference on the roadmap from institutional to community-based services (perhaps for 2025)

b. Strengthen the language on people with complex support needs- they should be fully included in the paper and community-based support service programmes

c. The paper will be presented to the Board for adoption via a vote but with the possibility to still add more clarifying language in the coming weeks

5. EU Candidate to the CRPD committee: The Executive Committee welcomed having an EU candidate as well as EU candidates. We will cooperate with the EU in the coming months towards the elections.
