Dear Members,
I trust this letter will find you well.
Hereby I would like to inform you that the next EDF Annual General Assembly (AGA) will take place on May 11th-12th 2024 in Ljubljana (Slovenia). 

Please note that during the AGA two new Board members and a member of the Membership and Credentials Committee will be elected. One among the European NGOs full members. And one among National Councils. The new member for the Membership and Credentials Committee shall come from a national Council.  
1. Procedure for the nomination of official delegates to the Annual General Assembly
According to the EDF Statutes, the procedure for the nomination of AGA delegates of National Councils, full and ordinary ENGOs will be applied in line with the provisions of EDF statutes and Internal Rules.

National Councils are entitled to nominate two delegates each. Only official delegates can vote at the General Assembly. In addition, EDF elected Board members from National Councils will be delegates to the General Assembly in their own right.

A strong recommendation is made to National Councils to have both genders represented in their delegation (Article 16 of EDF Statutes).

Please note that only organisations that have paid their membership fees until and including the financial year preceding the Annual General Assembly (2023) are entitled to nominate delegates.  

The name of the delegates must be communicated via the nomination form attached by Monday, March 11th. 
1. Procedure for the presentation of candidates to Membership and Credentials Committee
Please note that with regard to the election to the Membership and Credentials Committee all delegates to the General Assembly will elect the member of the Membership and Credentials Committee to fill in the vacant place. This new member shall come from a National Council. The mandate of the elected representative will last until the General Assembly of 2026.
