1. The following items were added as ‘any other business’: 
· In camera human resources item; 
· Update on IDA; 
· Exclusion of 1 member; 
· Expertise on deinstitutionalisation. 
2. EDF paper on transition from institutional to community-based care.

The Secretariat will send the revised Position Paper on Independent Living to the Executive Committee for comments for 1 week, and then send it to the Board for voting and approval. 

3. Internal policy on humanitarian action.

· To review and adapt the HR manual to ensure we can support staff and persons working with us that come from third countries where they were at risk. 
· Add agenda item to September’s Executive Committee meeting regarding migrants and asylum seekers with disabilities.  
4. The updated Safeguarding Policy was adopted. 
5. Access City Award - future developments to add to our paper:
· Include SMART cities and draw on expertise from the Accessible Tourism for All project.  
· Create a database of accessible tools and good practice for accessible cities. 
· Consider mainstreaming accessibility in the Cultural Capital of Europe and the European capital & green pioneer of Smart Tourism where accessibility and inclusion should become criteria. 
· Potential new category related to the Disability Card to promote accessible cities and use of the Disability Card. 
· Revisit the size of the cities that can participate as it is hard to compare sizes. 
6. Finance update.
· Changes made to how financial procedures are decided: the Executive Committee decides and the decision is registered in the Executive Committee minutes. 
· Financial manual to be presented during the next Executive Committee.  
· The financial accounts will be presented to the AGA. 
7. Meetings 2024-2025. The following meetings will be added to the events and meetings list:  
· 23rd and 24th January 2025 - International Conference on gender-based violence in Madrid, Spain with CERMI Women’s Foundation - Ana attending - EDF should attend – TBC. 
· IDA Board meetings - May 27th and May 29th 2024– Klaus Lachwitz. 
· WHO Framework for Action - technical advisory group - Vera Bonvalot is attending with support from Markaya (Markaya can add dates to the general meetings and events calendar).

· Moving EDF strategy to after the break on Sunday (after 11:00) and moving the EDF Women’s Committee to its place as item 19. 
· Remove the exclusion of members from the AGA agenda as this should be decided by the Board on the basis of a recommendation from the Membership and Credentials Committee.

· IDA: Thorkild Olesen appointed as an EDF deputy to support EDF representative, Klaus Lachwitz, on the IDA board.  
· Deinstitutionalisation: ENIL would like to become more involved in EDF work related to deinstitutionalisation, including the Ukraine programme.   
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
