Dear Members, dear colleagues,

I would like to thank you for your questions regarding the accessibility of our visitor centre in the
ZWEIG building.

Our Institution is strongly committed to providing all users of our buildings and facilities, be they
Members, staff or visitors, with an accessible environment in line with the UN Convention on the
Rights of People with Disabilities. On 7 November 2023, the Bureau adopted a policy on physical
accessibility, making the European Parliament the first EU Institution to have a comprehensive
policy in place on this very important matter.

As regards the ZWEIG visitor centre, | can assure you that the works were performed according
to the highest accessibility guidelines from the very start of the tender procedure until the
completion of the project. The file was audited by accessibility experts both during the design
phase and after the end of the works. Minor adjustments that were identified after the
reopening of the building, are currently being implemented. They concern lighting and visual
contrast enhancement, the installation of contrast strips on glass walls, and the improvement of
signage.

The devices for persons with auditory impairments are mobile hearing loops supplied individually
and on demand, by our interpretation services. This mobile system is already in use in all other
rooms in Brussels and its users appear to be satisfied with it. Following the regrettable
experience which you refer to, the staff hosting visitors have been instructed to improve
communication with the relevant technical services in order to make hearing loops and any
other necessary requirements more readily available.
