Metro (about 50 minutes)

· Take the Blue Line (Line 3 – direction “Dimotiko Theatro”); exit at Syntagma Station
· From Syntagma Station, you have two options
· 1. Take the Red Line Metre (Line 2 – direction “Anthoupoli”) and exit at Panepistimiou Station, then walk to Titania (5-minute walk)
· 2. Walk from Syntagma station to Titania (15-minute walk)

Bus (1 hour and half)
· Take Bus Line X95 “Syntagma – Athens Airport Express” (Orange Line)
· From Syntagma Station, you have two options
· 1. Take the Red Line Metre (Line 2 – direction “Anthoupoli”) and exit at Panepistimiou Station, then walk to Titania (5-minute walk)
· 2. Walk from Syntagma station to Titania (15-minute walk)
