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She has organized numerous conferences, seminars, and training sessions, including 30 Croatian symposia with international participation. She is the author of numerous articles and publications in the field of disability. She is also an educator in the field of children’s rights and the initiator of the introduction of educational programs in kindergartens and schools based on UNICEF’s model and the manual “It's All About Abilities.” She initiated the introduction of the CAP program in educational institutions for children with disabilities.
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
