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Borut Sever graduated from the Faculty of Law at the University of Ljubljana, where he specialized in the employment of persons with disabilities, and obtained a university degree in Public Law.
After sustaining a spinal cord injury in a car accident in 1992, he joined the Slovenian Paraplegic Association (ZPS). Following the completion of his rehabilitation, he began working at ZPS and with local organizations of persons with disabilities (OPDs), initially focusing on programs for young persons with disabilities, and later on legislation and the human rights of persons with disabilities.
In 2016, he joined the National Council of Organizations of Persons with Disabilities of Slovenia (NSIOS), first serving as Head of the Legal Department. In January 2019, he was elected President of NSIOS. He is also actively involved in the work of other Slovenian and international disability organizations.
Since 2022, he has served as Director of the Foundation for Financing Organizations of Persons with Disabilities and Humanitarian Organizations in the Republic of Slovenia. From 2022, he has been a member of the Board of Directors of the European Disability Forum (EDF) and also a member of its Human Rights and Non-Discrimination Committee.
His work focuses on various areas, including the implementation and monitoring of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) in Slovenia, the transposition of EU legislation into Slovenian law, and more recently on the European Disability Card, accessibility of public transport, and the employment of persons with disabilities.
He is one of the authors of the Alternative Report on the implementation of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities in the Republic of Slovenia, which he also presented before the UN Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.
A significant part of his work is dedicated to raising public awareness, as well as empowering persons with disabilities themselves.
